We have not funded anything specific for the timeframes you seek a response for, for victims of stalking
or harassment. Victims of any crime are referred /can refer themselves to Victim Support (apart from
high risk victims of Domestic Abuse and Sexual Violence victims who have specific support from
separate agencies). Victim Support pick up some stalking victims but this is normally secondary or part
of Domestic Abuse. This is the same for Women’s Aid.
