* Since February 2020, Police & Crime Commissioners have taken on the additional responsibility of complaint reviews where a
complainant is dissatisfied with a complaint outcome provided by PSD

 The PCC has delegated day to day oversight of the review function to the OPCC Deputy Chief Executive, who receives specialist expert
support from an independent contractor

* The PCC’s Policy team also hold regular meetings with the Independent Office for Police Conduct (IOPC) to discuss the force’s
performance in complaints and misconduct matters
