In the 2023/2024 there has been a 17% reduction in Stalking and
Harassment compared to 2022/23 compared to 10% reduction for all
crimes and crimed incidents in the same period. Therefore it appears that
DA recording is decreasing overall alongside course of conduct changes.

38% (3) of all homicides in 2023/2024 relate to Domestic Abuse.

The 12-month rolling average has decreased through the 2023/2024 year.
